Guaranty Tours Travel Policy 
 
Guaranty Tours features a terrific variety of one and multi-day trips professionally planned and guided by Plymouth Travel. When 
you travel with us, you’ll enjoy modern, comfortable coaches, exceptional dining and shows, outstanding accommodations, and 
itineraries sure to please the casual and adventurous traveler alike. As a Guaranty Tours Club member, you will be given first notice 
of upcoming tours, priority enrollment, and a discount off the regular cost of the tours. All Woodsville Guaranty Savings Bank 
customers are qualifying members of Guaranty Tours.  
 
Reservations & Payments: Reservations will be accepted subject to availability at the time of a request. Payment can be made in 
person, sent by mail, or by phone. Checks, Cash, VISA or MasterCard are accepted. Make checks payable to WGSB Guaranty 
Tours and mail to Plymouth Travel Tours, PO Box 702, Plymouth, NH 03264.  A completed registration form and a per person 
deposit are due within 5 days of confirming your tour reservation. The deposit amount is listed on each brochure. Day trips require 
payment in full for a confirmed reservation.  
 
Non-members are able to make a tour reservation after February 1st of that travel year and will join the tour at the regular deluxe 
tour price.  
 
The final payment is due 60 days prior to departure. WGSB will confirm reservations on a first-come, first-served basis. If the tour 
you’re interested in is fully booked, you’ll be offered to place your name on a waiting list. Guaranty Tours will notify you if space 
becomes available.  
 
Cancellation:  
Deposits are not refundable after March 28, 2025.  
All other payments are non-refundable after their due date.  
Trip and travel insurance are highly recommended.  
 
Trip and Travel Insurance: In the event of a cancellation, without travel insurance, name changes are permitted with WGSB 
approval. While WGSB will assist in f inding a suitable substitute, it is the responsibility of the person cancelling to find a suitable 
replacement; gain approval; and negotiate the cost. To protect other members from price increases, due to decreased enrollment, 
the cancellation policy will be strictly enforced.  
 
Participants are urged to review their insurance requirements with their personal insurance agent or consider a policy available from 
Allianz Travel Insurance. Allianz provides coverage for cancelled and interrupted trips, medical costs, travel accidents and lost/ 
stolen baggage.

Health Policy: In compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act, WGSB will make reasonable efforts to accommodate the 
special needs of tour participants. Travelers needing special assistance must inform WGSB when booking to determine what 
assistance might reasonably be made available. Clients who require particular assistance must travel with a qualified travel 
companion. Drivers and guides cannot provide individualized help for walking, getting on/off motor coaches or other personal needs. 
Any travelers requiring special diets must also notify WGSB upon booking.  
 
Tour Inclusions: All packages include luxury motor coach transportation; meals as listed in the itinerary; daily sightseeing and 
entrance fees as indicated in the itinerary; services of knowledgeable, local guides; services of a Plymouth Travel Tours Director and 
WGSB Guaranty Tours Representative and more. Multi-day and trips with air travel includes round-trip transfers to/from airports; 
round-trip jet service; hotel accommodations & baggage handling (where available).  
 
Not Included: Meals and activities not specified on the itinerary, any personal expenses, travel and health insurance. Gratuities for 
local guide, chambermaids and the driver.
